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of all things save absolute truths, not so much

Like
all religions. Islam exerts an enormous
influence upon the lives of its followers. It is for
this reason that the founders of the world's
great religions all figure prominently in this
book. Since there are roughly twice as many
Christians as Moslems in the world, it may
initially seem strange that Mubammad bas
been ranked bigher than Jesus. There are two
principal reasons for that decision. First,
Mubammad played a far more important role
in the development of Islam than Jesus did in
the development of Cbhristianity. Although
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Jesus was responsible for the main ethical and
moral precepts of Christianity (insofar as these
differed from Judaism), St.Paul was the main
developer of Christianity theology, its
principal proselytizer, and the author of a large
portion of the New Testament.

Mubammad, however, was responsible for
both the theology of Islam and its main ethical
and moral principles. In addition, be played
the key role in proselytizing the new faith, and
in establishing the religious practices of Islam.
Moreover, be is the author of the Moslem holy
Scriptures, the Koran, a collection of certain of
Mubammad's insights that be believed had
been directly revealed to him by Allabh. Most of
these utterances were copied more or less
faitbfully during Mubammad's lifetime and
were collected together in authoritative form
not long after bis death. The Koran, therefore,
closely represents Mubammad's ideas and
teachings and to a considerable extent bis exact
words. No such detailed compilation of the
teachings of Cbhrist bas survived. Since the



Koran is at least as important to Moslems as
the Bible is to Cbhristians, the influence of
Mubammad through the medium of the Koran
has been enormous. It is probable that the
relative influence of Mubammad on Islam bas
been larger than the combined influence of
Jesus Cbhrist and St, Paul on Christianity. On
the purely religious level, then, it seems likely
that Mubammad bhas been as influential in
bhuman bistory as Jesus.

Furthermore, Mubammad (unlike Jesus) was
a secular as well as a religious leader. In fact,
as the driving force bebind the Arab conquests,
he may well rank as the most influential

that be was a scheming impostor, a falsehood
incarnate, that bis religion is a mere mass of
quackery and fatuity, begins really to be now
untenable to any one. The lies, which well-

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meaning zeal bhas beaped round this man, are
disgraceful to ourselves only. When pococke
inquired of Grotius, Where the proof was of
that story of the pigeon, trained to pick peas
from Mabomet's ear, and pass for an angle
dictating to bim? Grotius answered that there

was no proof At is really time to dismiss all

that. The word this man spoke bas been the
life-guidance now of one bundred and eighty
millions of men these twelve bundred years.
These bundred and eighty millions were made
by God as well as we. A greater number of
God's creatures believe in Mabhomet's word, at
this bour, than in any other word whatever.
Are we to support that it was a miserable piece
of spiritual legerdemain, this which so many
creatures of the Almighty have lived by and
died by? I, for my part, cannot form any such
supposition. I will believe most things sooner
than that. One would be entirely at a loss what
to think of this world at all, if quackery as
grew and were sanctioned bere.
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Alas, such theories are very lamentable.
If we would attain to knowledge of anything in
God's true Creation, let us disbelieve them
wholly! They are the product of an Age of
Scepticism; they indicate the saddest spiritual
paralysis, and mere death-life of the souls of
men: ore godless theory, I think, was never
promulgated in this Earth. A false man found a
religions Why, a false man cannot build a
brick bouse! If be do not know and follow truly
the properties of mortar, burnt clay and what
else the works in, it is no bouse that he makes,
but a rubbish-beap. It will not stand for twelve
centuries, to lodge a bundred and eighty
millions; it will fall straightway."
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did be start on the"career of ambition" and,
belying all bis past character and existence, set
up as a wretched empty charlatan to acquire

what be could now no longer enjoy! For my
share, I bave no faith whatever in that.

Ab no: this deep-bearted Son of the
Wilderness, with bis beaming black eyes, and
open social deep soul, had other thoughts in
bim than ambition .A silent great soul; be was

on of those who cannot but be in earnest :

His whole life, in spite of bis faults (and be did
not deny bhaving faults), proves that be
believed profoundly in bis mission and that be
accepted it beroically as a burden of which be
was to bear the beaviest portion. His creative
ability and the vastness of bis genius, bis great
intelligence, bis sense of the practical, bis will,
bis prudence, bis self-control and bis activity-

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in short, the life be led-make it impossible to
take this inspired mystic for a wvisionary

epileptic.

He never for an instant asked himself
whether bis changes of convincing people
would not be greater if be adjusted bis words to
the mentality of bis audience. It was certainly
not with soft words that be made converts, but
in presenting bis brilliant message in all its
vigour, simple and sharp as the edge of a
sword, a message which bhe carefully
distinguished from bis personal views. If at
Medina bhe was no longer the bumble and
patient Prophet of Mecca it is because the
circumstances were no longer the same; had be
remained the same outwardly, bis essential
character would bave bad to change. The man
may have been sometimes blameworthy or
weak, for action is a difficult test of purity, but
the propbet remained sincere and unchanged.
He may have sinned, but be did not lie. How
can we imagine a man in whose eyes success
appears only as a divine confirmation
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suddenly becoming a liar (and surely there can
be no question of bis sincerity at the beginning
of bis career)? And how could bhe have dared to

debase bis mission at the very moment when be
believed it to be confirmed?"
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"Mubammad's task was a formidable one,
one that an impostor (as some early Western
writers claimed he was) prompted by selfish
motives, could bardly bope to accomplish by
bis own effort. The allegation that bis periods
of revelation were, in reality, epileptic seizures
is palpably false; for in such an attack the
victim 1is never coberent enough to wvoice
passages as complex or as intellectually
profound as are so many that form the Koran.
The sincerity with which be undertook bis
task, the complete faith that bis followers bad
in bis revelations and the test of centuries make
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it unlikely that Mubammad was guilty of any
kind  of  deliberate  deception.  No
deliberate"religious” concoction even of an
impostor of genius bas ever survived. Islam bas
not only survived for over thirteen bundred
years, but keeps gaining new adberents from
year to vyear. History shows not a single
example of an impostor whose message was
responsible for the creation of one of the
world's greatest empires and of one of the
noblest civilizations."

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"But, from an early age, be bad been
remarked as a thoughtful man. His
companions named him"Al Amin", The
faitbful, A man of truth and fidelity; true in
what be did, in what be spoke and thought.
They noted that be always meant something. A
man rather taciturn in speech; silent when
there was nothing to be said; but pertinent,
wise, sincere, when be did speak; always
throwing light on the matter. This is the only

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sort of speech worth speaking! Through life we
find bim to have been regarded as an
altogether solid, brotherly, genuine man. A
serious, sincere character, yet amiable, cordial,
companionable, jocose even;- a good laugh in
bhim withal; there are men whose laugh is as
untrue as anything about them; who cannot
laugh. One bears of Mahomet's beauty: bis fine
sagacious  bonest  face, brown florid
complexion, beaming black eyes;- I somebow
like too that vein on the brow which swelled
up black, when be was in anger: like the"
horse-shoe vein" in Scott's redgauntlet. It was a
kind of feature in the Hashem family, this
black swelling vein in the brow; Mahomet had
it prominent, as would appear. A spontaneous,
passionate, yet just, true meaning man! Full of
wild faculty, fire and light; of wild worth, all
uncultured; working out bis life-task in the
depths of the Desert there.

How be was placed with Kadijab, a rich
widow, as ber steward, and traveled in ber
business, again to the Fairs of Syria; how be
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managed all, as one can well understand, with
fidelity, adroitness; bow bher gratitude, ber
regard for bim grew, the story of their marriage
is altogether a graceful intelligible one, as told
us by the Arab authors. He was twenty-five,
she forty, though still beautiful. He seems to
have lived in a most affectionate peaceable,
wholesome way with this wedded benefactress;
loving ber truly, and ber alone. It goes greatly
against the impostor-theory, the fact that be
lived in this entirely unexceptionable, entirely
quiet and commonplace way, till the beat of
bis years was done. He was forty before be
talked of any mission from Heaven.
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"It is possible to see the egalitarian idea of
Islam as a practical way of fostering brotherly
love by reducing all men to the same social and
political level .Just after the bijra, Mubammad

is said to bave introduced the practice
of "brothering", whereby each Emigrant was
bonded to one of the Helpers and told to regard
him as a brotber. It was an attempt to weld the
three tribal groups into a united community, a
practical illustration of the new religious
kinship which was to transcend the ties of
blood. In all three religions of the monotbeistic
tradition the ideal of community is a supreme
and sacred value. It is fundamental to both
Judaism and Christianity that, where two or
three are gathered together, God is in their
midst and St.Paul wrote that the Cbhristian
community constituted the Body of Christ and
we shall see that he umma bas acquired an
almost sacramental importance in Muslim



piety. Mubammad was fostering  the
individualism that was beginning to appear in
Arabia; thus the Qur'an decrees that the
relatives of a dead man can punish only bis
murderer, not just any member of the offender’s
tribe, as in the old system. But the communal
ideal has remained crucial too and the sense of
the brotherbood of all Muslims bhas gone very
deep in Islam.

Mubammad bad based bis moral system on
murnwab, the old tribe bumanism of the
Arabs, which was concerned with the common
good, co-operation and caring for the poor and
vulnerable. Mubammad's chief innovation was
to extend these principles to include all
Muslims, to the entire umma rather than to just
the members of a single tribe. In belping bis
companions to cultivate a sense that all
Muslims- wbhbether they belonged to Aws,
Khasraj or Quraysh-were now brothers be laid
the foundations for a distinctively Islamic
polity in the future. That is one of the reasons
why it bas been difficult for Muslims to adapt
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to the Western ideal of the nation state, which
divides the umma up against into potentially
bostile"tribes" or separate groups.

Indeed Mubammad bimself set bigh
standard of 'brothering' in bis own bebaviour.
The man who was becoming increasingly
fearsome in bis enemies was deeply loved
within the umma, which despite the constant
danger it faced seems to bave been a very
bhappy community/Mubammad refused to put
a gulf of formality between bimself and the
other Muslims. He hated to be addressed with
pompous, honorific titles and was often seen
sitting unaffectedly on the ground of mosque,
frequently choosing to sit with poorest members
of the community.

Children were especially drawn to bim. He
was for ever picking them up and bugging and
kissing them. When be bad been away on as
expedition, it was customary for the children of
the umma to go out to meet him when the
raiding party returned and they would lead
him into the oasis in a triumphant procession.
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If be beard a baby crying in the mosque during
Friday prayers, be nearly always bought the
prayers to an end earlier than be bad intended:
be could not bear to think of the distress of the
baby's motber.

The law formulated in the Qu'ran sound
ruthless to us today, but the prophet himself
was known to be lenient. One tradition recalls
an occasion when Mubammad bhad passed
sentence on a poor man who bad committed a
minor crime: for bis penance be was told to
give alms. The man replied that be bad neither
food nor goods to give away. Just at that
moment a large basket of dates was carried
into the mosque as a gift to the prophet. 'Here
you are," Mubammad said, and told the man to
distribute the dates among the poor. The
criminal replied that honestly did not know
anyone in the settlement who was worse off
than bimself. Mubammad laughed and told
bim that to eat the dates would be his penance.

The cultivation of kindness and compassion
hand been central to the Islamic message form
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the beginning. The law may have seemed a
blunt instrument at this period, but the process
of refinement (tazaqqa) of the Muslim outlook
had begun. Again, Mubammad set an example.
There is a tradition that one day he saw a
freedman  engaged in a  particularly
backbreaking task. He went up to him
stealthily from bebind and put bis hands over
bis eyes, as children do. The freedman replied
that it could only be the prophet who would
this lighting bis day with such an affectionate
action.

Ower the centuries in the west, we have
tended to think of Mubammad as a grim
figure, a cruel warrior and a callous politician.
But he was a man of great kindness and
sensibility. He loved animals, for example, and
if be saw a cat asleep on bis cloak be would not
dream of disturbing it. It has been said that
once of the tests of society is attitude towards
animals.

All religions encourage an attitude of love
and respect for the natural world, and



Mubammad was trying to teach Muslims this.
During the jabiliyab the Arabs bad treaded
animals very cruelly: they used to cut off lumps
of flesh to eat while the beasts were still alive
and put painful rings round the necks of
camels. Mubammad forbade any painful
branding or organized animal fights/one
tradition bas bim telling a story in wbhich a
man who gave water to a dog on a thirsty day
was sent to paradise and a woman who starved
ber cat to death was sent to bell. The
preservation of these traditions shows bow
important the wvalues bad become in the
Muslim world and how quickly the community
bad advanced towards a more bumane and
compassionate vision.

Vor allem
geschab dies in dem werk, das uns beute, neben
dem faust, alseines seiner wesentlichsten
dichterischen vermaechtnisse gilt, dem west-
oestlichen Divan. Eine von Goethe verfasste
Ankuendigung dieses werkes enthaelt sogar

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"Es stimmt.... Zu Jeder religios vernuenftigen
Ansicht und ist ein Islam, zu dem wir uns

frueber oder spaeter alle bekennen muessen."”
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"Was nun Goethe betrifft, so bestimmte sich
seine stellung zum Islam- und dies ist das
Entscheidende- von Anfang an nicht allein,
nicht ausschliesslich aus der Haltung einer
fortschrittlichen ~ Aufklaerung  mit  ibren
Toleranzbestrebungen und ibren
Bemuebungen, feblurteile der wvergangenbeit
auszuraeumen. Goethe trat vielmebr zu
Mobammed und seiner Religion in ein viel
persoenlicheres verbaeltnis. Darum geben auch
seine Aeusserungen ueber den Islam in ibrer
provokatorischen Gewagtheit weit ueber alles
bisher in Deutschland Dagewesene binaus. Ein
wirklich  positives wverbaeltnis zum Islam
gewann Goethe dadurch, dass ibm gewisse
Hauptlebren als uebereinstimmend mit seinem
eigenen Glauben und Denken erschienen.

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"Much has been said and written about

sensuality of Mabomet's religion; more than
was just. The indulgences, criminal to us,
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which be permitted, were not of bis
appointment; he found them practiced,
unquestioned from immemorial time Arabia;
what be did was to curtail them, restrict them,
not on one but many sides, bis religion is not
an easy one; with rigorous fasts, lavations,
strick complex formulas, prayers five time a
day, and abstinence from wine, it did not
'succeed’' by being an easy religion. ‘as if
indeed any religion, or cause bholding of
religion, could succeed by that! It is a calumny
on men to say that they are roused to heroic
action by ease, bope of pleasure, recompense.—
sugar-plums of any kind, in this world or then
next! In the meanest mortal there lies
something nobler.

The poor swearing soldier, bired to be shot,
has bis 'bonour of a soldier,' different from
drill-regulations and the shilling a day. It is not
a taste sweet things, but to do noble and true
things, and wvindicate bimself under God's
heaven as a gold-made man, that the poorest
son of Adam dimly longs. Shew him the way of
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doing that, the dullest day drudge kindles into
a hero. They wrong man greatly who say be is
to be seduced by case. Difficulty, abnegation,
martyrdom, death are the allurements that act
on the beart of man. Kindle the inner genial

life of bim: you have a flame that burns up all

lower considerations. Not bappiness, but
something bigher: one sees this even in the
frivolous classes, with their. 'Point of bhonour'
and the like. Not by flattering our appetites;
no, by awakening the beroic that sumblers in
every beart, can any religion gain followers.

Mabomet bimself, after all that can be said
about bim, was not a sensual man. We shall err
widely if we consider this man as a common
voluptuary, intent mainly on base enjoyments,
--nay on enjoyments of any kind. His housebold
was of the frugalest; bis common diet barley-
bread and water: sometimes for montbs there
was not a fire once lighted on bis bhearth. They
record with just pride that he would mend bis
own shoes, patch bis own cloak. A poor, bard-
toiling, ill-provided man; careless of what
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vulgar men toil for. Not a bad man, I should
say; some thing better in bim than bunger of
any sort.—or these wild Arab men, fighting
and jostling three and twenty years at bis
hand, in close contact with bim always, would
not have reverenced bim so! They were wild
men, bursting ever and anon into quarrel, into
all kinds of fierce sincerity; without right worth
and manhbood, no man could have commanded
them. They called bim prophet, you say? Why,
bhe stood there face to face with them; bare, not
enshrined in any mystery; visibly clouting bis
own cloak, cobbling bis shoes; fighting,
counseling, ordering in the midst of them: they
must bave seen what kind of a man be was, let
him be called what you like! No emperor with
tiaras was obeyed as this man in a cloak of bis
clouting. During three and twenty years of
rough actual trail. I find something of a
veritable bero necessary for that, of it self.
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His ten wives and two concubines bhave

been a source of marvel, merriment, and envy
to the western world. We must continually
remind ourselves that the bigh death rate of the
male among the ancient and early medieval
Semites lent to polygamy, in Semitic eyes, the
aspect of obligation necessity, almost a moral
obligation. Mobammad took polygamy for
granted, and indulged bimself in marriage
with a clear conscience and no morbid
sensuality. Aisha, in a tradition of uncertain
authority, quoted bim as saying that the three
most precious things in this world are women,
fragrant odors, and prayers. Some of bis
marriages were acts of kindness to the destitute

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widows of followers or friends, as in the case of
Hafsa—to bind Omar to bim—and the
daughter of Abu Sufyan to win an enemy.
Some may bave been due to perpetually
frustrated hope for son. All his wives after
kbadija were barren, wbhich subjected the
propbet to much raillery. Of the children borne
to bim by Kbadija only one survived him—
Fatima. Mary, a Coptic slave presented to him
by the Negus of Abyssinia, rejoiced bim, in the
last year of bis life, with a son; but Abrabam
died after fifteen montbs.

His crowded barem troubled him with
quarrels. Jealousies, and demands for pin
money. He refused to indulge the extravagance
of his wives, but he promised them paradise;
and for a time be dutifully spent a night with
each of them on rotation; the master of Arabia
had no apartment of bis own. The alluring and
vivacious Aisha, bow ever, won so many
attentions out of ber turn that the other wives
rebelled, until the matter was settled by a
special revelation:
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Thou canst defer whom thou wilt of them,
and receive of them whom thou wilt; and
whom so ever thou desirest of those whom thou
bast set aside, it is no sin for thee; that is better,
that they may be comforted and not grieve,
and may all be pleased with what thou givest
them.
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Im Abendland bat man jabrbundertelang
bis in die neueste Zeit immer wieder daran
Anstoss geonommen, dass der prophet nach der
Higra wvon der Einshe zur Vielebe
uebergegangen ist und im lauf der Zeit mit
insgesamt 13 Frauen in ebelicher Gemeinschaft
gelebt bat.

Die bliosse Tatsache, dass Mobammed in
Medina  nicht mebr wie in Mekka
monogamisch gelebt bat, kann ibm nun
allerdings nicht gut zum Vorwurf gemacht
werden, es sei denn, man legt einen Massstab
an ihn an, der bistorisch nicht vertretbar ist.
Der prophet geboerte einem Milieu an, in dem
die Polygamie, genauer gesagt die Polygynie,
die Mebrfrauenebe, gang und gaebe war.
Wenn er vor der Higra mit Hadiga die Einebe
aufrecht erbalten bat, so lag das wvor allem
daran, dass diese seine erste Frau ihm wvon
Haus aus wirtschaftlich ueberlegen war und
daber auch im ebelichen Zusammenleben eine
Sonderstellung beanspruchen konnte. Nach
ihrem Tod brauchte er sich in dieser Hinsicht
keine Zurueckbaltung mebr aufzuerlegen,
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zumal keine der Frauen, die spaeter in seinen
Gesichtskreis traten und fuer eine Ebelichung
ueberbaupt in Frage kamen, mit der
verstorbenen  auch  nur  einigermassen
vergleichbar war.Nachdem er in Medina erst
einmal festen Boden unter den fuessen
gewonnen hatte, wurde der uebergabg zur
polygynie fast zur Selbstverstaebdlichkeit. Man
koennte sogar sagen, dass eres seiner Stellung
schulding war, mebr alseine Frau in seinem
Haus zu baben. Im uebrigen ist zu bedenken,
dass einige der von ibhm eingegangenen Eben
gleichzeitig der wersorgung won Frauen
dienten, deren Maenner in den Schlachten von
Badr und am Ubud gefallen waren, und daB
,bei seinen Heiraten oft auch politische
Ueberlegingen mit im Spiel waren.

Die frage, wie der prophet dauz kam, in
Heirgatsangelegen beite fuer seine person
gewisse sonderrechte in Anspruch zu nebmen.
Ist damit freilich noch nicht beantwortet.
Tatsaechlich bat er sich nur bis zum Jabr 625
auf vier legitime Ebefranen beschraenkt, eine
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zabl, die nach der ueblichen Auslegung von
sure 4,3 dem einzelnen Glaeubigen als
HoechstmaB zugestanden war. Im jabr 626
nabm er sich eine fuenfte frau(sie starb
allerdings bald nach der Hochzeit und wird
deshalb beir nicht weiter mitgerechnet), 627
eine fuenfte und sechste, 628 eine siebente und
achte und 629 eine neunte. In sure 33,49 f.sucht
er diesen sachverbalt zu rechtfertigen.Hier
warden die wverschiedenen Arten  von
Frauen(und sklavinnen) aufgezaeblt, die ibm
als Ebefrauen erlaubt sind: seine bisherigen
Gattinnen; die als Kriegsbeute erworbenen
sklavinnen;seine mit ibm emigrierten cousinen;
schlieBlich,eine(d.b.jedwede) glaeubige frau,
wenn sie sich dem propheten schenkt, und
wenn der propbet(seinerseits) sie beiraten
will (Das gilt) speziell fuer dich, unter
AusschluB der Glaeubigen. Wir wissen wobl,
was wir ihnen (den Glaeubigen) hinsichtlich
ihrer  Gattinnen und ibres Besitzes(an
sklavinnen) vorgeschrieben baben.(Dies) damit
du dir kein Gewissen daraus machst(wenn du
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darin eine Sonderstellung einnemmst). Und
Gott ist vergebend und barnberzig.

Zur sache ist nicht viel zu sagen. Auf Grund
der fuebrenden Stellung, die er in der
Gemeinde innebatte, fueblte Mobammed sich
trotz gewisser Bedenken(vers 50) berechtigt,
mit mebr als nur vier frauen gleichzeitig
verbeirtaet zu sein. Auch seine frauen sollten
eine Sonderstellung einnebmen. Sie wurden
zu"Muettern der Glaeubigen” erklaert (33,6),
eine Bezeichnung, die zugleich bedeutete, dass
sie nach seinem Tod keine neue Ebe mebr
eingeben durften. Im uebrigen ist zu bemerken,
dass die Sonderrechte, die Mobammed fuer sich
in Anspruch nabm, doch auch wieder begrenzt
waren. Nur diejenigen Frauen standen ibm
zusaetzlich zur Heirat frei, die sich ibm wvon
sich aus dazu anboten. schlieBlich bat er seiner
Heiratsfreudigkeit sogar selber einen Riegel
vorgeschoben, indem er die folgende
offenbarung verkuendete:" kuenftig sind dir
weder(weitere) frauen(zu Ebe) erlaubt, noch(ist
es dir erlaubt) Gattinnen (die du schon bast)



gegen sie auszutauschen, auch wenn dir ibre
schoenbeit gefallen sollte. Ausgenommen dein
Besitz (an  sklavinnen) (33,52). Es ist
anzunebmen, dass diese verkuendigung nach
seiner letzten Heirat, der vom Marz 629, erfolgt
ist. Der prophet war damals etwa 60 Jabre alt.
gegenueber den Reizen weiblicher Schoenbeit
war er-das entnebmen wir dem wortlaut-
immer noch aufgeschlossen. Er mag sogar mit
dem Gedanken gespielt baben, die eine oder
andere seiner gealterten Gattinnen gegen eine
junge frau einzutauschen, hat dann aber
endgueltig auf eine solche Moeglichkeit
verzichtet. Die offenbeit, mit der bier in einem
beiligen Text ueber dises Dinge gesprochen
wird, wirkt overblueffend wund zugleich
entwaffnend. Sie bricht jeder weiteren kritik
die Spitze ab.

Der Fall von Mobhammeds Heirat mit
Zainab liegt nicht ganz so einfach, wie es auf
den ersten Blick den Anschein bat. Fest stebt,
dass der propbet die frau seines Adoptivsobnes
Zaid diesem sozusagen weggebeiratet bat. Er
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sab sie eines Tages in Zaids Wobnung im
blossen Untergewand und war gleich ganz
begeistert von ibhr. Als Zaid durch Zainab
davon boerte, erbot er sich sofort, sie ibm
abzutreten. Die Geschichte endet damit, dass
Zaid tatsaechlich auf sie verzichtete, worauf
Mobhammed sie sich selber zur frau nabm. Zur
Entlastung des propheten ist allerdings
anzufuebren, dass Zainab ebedem gegen ibren
Willen mit Zaid verbeiratet worden war, dass
sie ihn nach dem besagten Zwischenfall erst
recht ablebnte, und dass Mobammed seinerseits
das Angebot Zaids zuerst nicht annebmen
wollte,  diesen  vielmebr  ausdrueklich
aufforderte, Zainab zu bebalten. In Sure 33,37
kommt die ganze Angelegenbeit zur Sprache.
Die stelle lautet:"Und(damals) als du zu
demjenigen, der wvon Gott und wvon dir”
Wobltaten empfangen batte, sagtest: Bebalt
deine frau fuer dich und fuerchte Gott!”, und in
dir verbargst, was Gott(doch) offenkundig
machen wuerde, und Angst vor den Menschen
hattest, waebrend du doch ebre vor Gott Angst
haben solltest! Und als dann Zaid sein

Geschaeft mit ibr erledigt(d.b.sich von ibr
geschieden) batte, verbeirateten wir dich mit
ibr (Dies) damit die Glaeubigen sich (kuenftig)
binsichtlich der frauen ibrer Adoptivsoebne
kein Gewissen machen( naemlich sie zu
beiraten), wenn sie (d.b.die Adoptivsoebne) ihr
Geschaeft mit ibnen erledigt baben.

Gegen Schluss des verses wird Mobammeds
Heirat mit der frueberen frau seines
Adoptivsobnes damit gerechtfertigt, dass, die
Glaeubigen kuenftig, dem Beispiel des
propbeten folgend, unbedenklich frauen von
Adoptivsoebnen wuerden heiraten koennen.
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“Mubammad’s harem of wives bas excited a
lot of lurid and prurient speculation in the
West as well as a good deal of ill-concealed
envy, as we saw in chapter 1 when I showed
that Mubammad was frequently accused of
lust. Later the Qu’ran decreed that a Muslim
could bave only four wives but Mubammad, as

the propbet, was allowed many more. Few
people in Arabia at that time saw monogamy

as a particularly desirable norm and in later
years, when Mubammad was becoming a great
Arab sayyid, bis large barem was a mark of bis
status. In a tribal society, polygamy tends to be
the norm. The Bible is not at all squeamish
about the sexual exploits of King David or the
enormous harem of King Solomon, wbhich
makes Mubammad’s look quite patbetic. Like
Mubammad, they both lived at a time when
their people were making the transition from
tribal to urban life. But it would be quite
wrong to imagine Mubammad basking
decadently in a garden of earthly delights;
indeed bis many wives were sometimes, as we
shall see, rather a mixed blessing. We should
simply notice two things. First, neither Sawdah
nor Aisha was chosen for their sexual charms.
Aisha was only a little girl, and at thirty
Sawdabh was past ber first youth and was
beginning to run to fat. We bear little more
about ber and this indicates that the marriage
was more of a practical arrangement than a
love-match. She could take care of
Mubammad’s bousebold and she also gained in
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status, at least among the Muslim community,
by becoming the wife of the prophet. Second,
both marriages bhad a political dimension:
Mubammad was forging important links of
kinship. He still bad bopes of Subayl, who was
a deeply religious man, and the marriage with
Sawdab made bhim a relative by marriage. It
was also important to establish a closer tie with
Abu Bakr: Mubammad was beginning to form
an alternative kind of clan, which was not
based on kinship but on ideology, yet the
blood-tie was still felt to be very important.
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"Mubammad's Western critics tend to see
this condoning of polygamy as a piece of pure
male chauvinism. Popular films like Harem

() Karen Armstrong, p.190
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give an absurd and inflated picture of the
sexual life of the Muslim sheikb which reveals
more about Western fantasy than it does about
the reality. But, seen in context, polygamy was
not designed to improve the sex life of the boys-
it was a piece of social legislation. The problem
of orphans bad exercised Mubammad since the
beginning of bis career and it had been
exacerbated by the deaths at Ubud. The men
who bad died had left not only widows but
daughters, sisters and other relatives who
needed a new protector. Their new guardians
might not be scrupulous about administering
the property of these orphans: some might even
keep these women wunmarried as that they
could hold on to their property. It was not
unusual for a man to marry bis woman wards
as a way of absorbing their property into bis
own estate.

There was probably a shortage of men in
Arabia, which left a surplus of unmarried
woman who were often badly exploited. The
Qu'ran is most concerned about this problem
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and restored to polygamy as a way of dealing
with it. This would enable all the girls who
had been orphans to be married, but it insisted
that a man could take more than wife only if
bhe promised to administer their property
equitably.

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"As mentioned earlier, Islamic law in theory
provides resources for women, such as property
rights, which were not available to European

women until very recent times. Yet in practice
the complex application of Islamic law was

filtered through multiple levels of custom and
tradition, so that ethical principles of equality
between the sexes all too frequently were
sacrificed for the benefit of male privilege. The
imposition of patriarchal authority over
women is hardly unique to Islam civilization.
Aristotle, it must be remembered, regarded
woman as natural slaves. Despite statements
about gender equality in the New Testament,
there are also strong traditions that for
centuries have excluded women from positions
of authority in Christian churches. Misogyny
and the assertion of men's authority over
women is, in fact, characteristic of the bistory
of much of the world, including China and
India. Disentangling the roles of the ethics of
gender and patriarchal bistory is a task that
now is being undertaken in every culture, even
when it does not bear the name of feminism.

What makes the discussion of gender
relations in Islamic culture especially tricky is,
once again, the effects of European colonialism.
By the late nineteenth century, European had



developed a number of arguments to
demonstrate the cultural inferiority of the
nations of the Orient, principally Muslim
countries. As mentioned previously, the
scientific language of racial categories and the
alleged evolutionary superiority of Europeans
were key elements in the ideology of colonial
ascendancy. A new and surprising weapon in
the colonialist's arsenal was the language of
European feminism. However uncomfortable
Victorian officials may bave been with
feminist agitation for equal rights at bome,
they eagerly and bypocritically criticized
Asian and especially Muslim men for their bad
treatment of women (although some colonial
administrators, such as Lord Cromer and Lord
Curzon, were active opponents of the British
suffragette movement). By maintaining that
Islam was essentially oppressive to women and
by linking Muslim backwardness to the
practice  of weiling women, colonial
administrators could justify their rule over
Asia and Africa, since they were the bearers of
enlightening modernity. At the same time, they



maintained that Muslims could only become
civilized if they abandoned wveiling-that is, if
they abandon wbhat were believed to be
essential practices of Islam. The same rbetoric
of condescending shock about the veiling of
Muslim women continues to be applied today,
despite less than perfect gender equity in
Europe and America.

When we look, however, at the authoritative
Islamic scripture, we can see prominent
resources for an ethic of gender equality. In
Christian and Jewish circles, it is only in
relatively recent ryears that the gendered
language of the Bible bas become as issue,
leading to new translations that do not
automatically assume the male gender as
normal. Yet gender-specific language had
clearly become a concern in the early Muslim
community. A number of women approached
the prophet Mubammad to ask bim about the
prevalence of male pronouns in the Qu'ran,
wanting to know if women were included in
these statements. The next revelations of the



Qu'ran responded directly to these concerns,
with an extended series of balanced pbrases
that make it clear that men and women share
equally in the religious life:

For the submitting men and submitting
women,

for the believing men and believing women,
for the devout men and devout women,

for the sincere men and sincere women,

for the patient men and patient women,

for the bumble men and humble women,
for the men and women who give alms,

for the men and women who fast,

for the men and women who guard their
chastity,

for the men and women who remember God
much for them God has prepared forgiveness
and a great reward (33.35)

Yet withal, if we take this for an
argument of the truth or falsebood of a religion,
there is a radical mistake in it. The sword
indeed: but where will you get your sword!
Every new opinion, at its starting, is precisely
in a minority of one. In one man's head alone,
there it dwells as yet. One man alone of the
whole world believes it; there is one man
against all men. That be take a sword, and try
to propagate with that, will do little for him.
You must first get your sword! On the whole, a
thing will propagate itself as it can. We do not
find, of the Cbhristian Religion either, that it
always disdained the sword, when once it had
got one. Charlemagne's conversion of the
Saxons was not by preaching."”

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" The theory of the boly war was not to
convert people with the menace of the
sword."No force in religion. The true road is
sufficiently different from the false,” the Koran
says explicitly. The Koran lays down the rule
of attacking last and always being moderate.
The successive revelations, fragmentary and
disordered, relate to contemporary events, to
the line of conduct to be pursued by Mabomet
and bis disciples, as the situations present
themselves. It would be improper to draw
general conclusions from these injunctions,
which were a mixture. Besides, material
purposes perverted sometimes and religious
ones. The jibad, form having been a means,
became an end, and the spiritual was sacrificed
to the temporal often in scandalous fashion.

From the days of the prophet some
Mussulmans saw in the boly war only the
possibilities of fruitful razzias. When they
encountered people in the course of an
expedition, they often killed them outright
without asking who they were and then

claimed that they were infidels in order to
exonerate themselves. The Koran wvigorously
condemns such practices. Although Mabomet
gave blow for blow and treachery for treachery
and in the beat of battle fell into an excess of
ardour, be was rarely cruel in cold blood and
more often showed proof pf remarkable
moderation. His generosity in the days of bis
final triumph exhibited a greatness of soul rare
indeed in the pages of bistory. He commanded
bis soldiers to spare the feeble, the old, women
and children; be forbade their destroying
house, making off with barvests or cutting
down fruits trees... be prescribed the use of the
sword only in cases of necessity. We see him
publicity condemning some of bis captions and
giving recompense for the damage done by
them. The gaining of a single soul,”" be
declared,” is worth more than the richest

conquest

The seizing of booty was the natural outcome
of all combats, with commerce and berding,
formed, we might well say, the national



industry of the Arabs. Mabomet tolerate it in
bis people"because of their weakness"; but the
diving of the spoils was strictly regulated; the
greater part went to charity and the upkeep of
the character of bis people, but he did modify it
in many points. He bimself was only a
illiterate man, almost without culture,
altogetbher typical of his race and bis epoch, but
bhe knew that"god's mercy was beyond
measure".

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Ower the centuries in the west, we have
tended to think of Mubammad as a grim
figure, a cruel warrior and a callous politician.
But he was a man of great kindness and
sensibility. He loved animals, for example, and
if be saw a cat asleep on bis cloak be would not
dream of disturbing it. It has been said that
one of the tests of a society is its attitude
towards animals. All religions encourage an
attitude of love and respect for the natural
world, and Mubammad was trying to teach
Muslims this. During the jabiliyab the Arabs
had treated animals very cruelly: they used to
cut off lumps of flesh to eat while the beasts
were still alive and put painful rings round the
necks of camels. Mubammad forbade any
painful branding or organized animal
fights/one tradition bas bim telling a story in
which a man who starved water to a dog on a
thirsty day was sent to paradise and a woman
who starved her cat to death was sent to bell.
The preservation of these traditions shows how
important the values ad become in the Muslim
world and how quickly the community had
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advanced towards a more bumane and
compassionate vision.
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In the west we often imagine Mubammad as
a warlord, brandishing bis sword in order to
impose Islam on a reluctant world by force of
arms. The reality was quite different.
Mubammad and the first Muslims were
fighting for their lives and they bad also
undertaken a project in which violence was
inevitable. No radical social and political
change bas ever been achieved without
bloodshed, and, because Mubammad was
living in a period of confusion and
disintegration, peace could be achieved only
by the sword. Muslims look back on their
propbet's years in Medina as a Golden Age,
but they were also years of sorrow, terror and
bloodshed. The umma was able to put an end

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to the dangerous violence of Arabia only by
means of a relentless effort.

The Qu'ran began to urge the Muslims of
Medina to participate in a jibad. This would
involve fighting and bloodshed, but the root
JHD implies more than a"boly war". It
signifies a physical, moral, spiritual and
intellectual effort. There are plenty of Arabic
words denoting armed combat, such as barb
(war) sira'a(combat), ma'araka(battle) or
qital(killing), which the Qu'ran could easily
bhave used if war bad been the Muslims
principal way of engaging in this effort.
Instead it chooses a vaguer, richer word with a
wide range of connections. The jibad is not one
of the five pillars of Islam. It is not the central
prop of the religion, despite the common
western vies. But it was and remains a duty for
Muslims to commit themselves to a struggle on
all  fronts-moral, spiritual and political-to
create a just and decent society, where the poor
and vulnerable are not exploited, in the way
that God had intended man to live. Fighting



and warfare might sometimes be necessary, but
it was only a minor part of the whole jibad or
struggle. A well-known tradition (badith) has
Mubammad say on returning from a battle,"we
return from the title jibad to the greatest jibad,
the more difficult and crucial effort to conquer
the forces of evil in oneself and in one's own
society in all the details of daily life.
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
